Eligibility Requirements 

1. Student Status: 

• Graduating high school seniors from Buffalo, NY 

• College freshmen enrolled in an accredited institution from Buffalo, NY 

  

2. Academic Performance: 

• Maintain a minimum GPA of 85% (B average). 

 

3. Minority Background: 

• Identify as a member of a minority group (e.g., African American, Hispanic/Latino, Native 

American, Asian American, Pacific Islander). 

 

4. Financial Need: 

a. Demonstrate financial need in the application essay or through optional supporting 

documents. 
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5. Community Engagement: 

a. Show involvement in community service through volunteer work, clubs, or other 

initiatives. 

Application Requirements 

1. Complete the Application Form: 

• Submit the form at ICA Scholarship Link . 

 

2. Official Transcript: 

• Provide your high school or college transcript (unofficial is acceptable) 

 

3. Personal Essay (250-500 Words): 

• Share your academic goals, financial need, and how you contribute to your community 

 

4. One Recommendation Letter: 

• From a teacher, counselor, employer, or community leader. 

Selection Process: 

A committee will review applications based on academic achievement, financial need, community 

involvement, and the quality of submitted materials.
